Comprehensive Care Management— Assess for risks and needs associated with driving under the influence. Plans

of care should include discussion regarding these risks and include appropriate goals if the client wants to address.

Care Coordination— Support clients with finding substance use providers to work with. Work with providers to

ensure clients receive needed treatment.

Health Promotion— Educate clients on risks of driving under the influence of alcohol, medication, or illicit drugs.

Comprehensive Transitional Care— If a client has been involved in a drugged or drunk driving incident and is

hospitalized, get involved in discharge planning with hospital and assist client with after-care and rehabilitation
services if needed.

Patient and Family Support— Provide clients and their families with information needed for seeking out local

support groups or counseling that offer individual and or family trauma treatment.

Referral to Community Support Services— Find support groups, events, or community organizations that can help

clients who have lost a loved one or been involved in an accident themselves.
